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                  AWARD OF THE AIR MEDAL FOR HEROISM

Date action:  1 December 1968 
Reason:  For heroism while engaged in aerial flight in connection with military operations against a hostile force:  These men distinguished themselves by exceptionally valorous action while flying a UH-1H  helicopter, which was to be lead ship of a Special Forces scout recon team.  When an AH-1G gunship that had been covering the operation, was shot down, they immediately raced for the downed aircraft, flying directly over an enemy anti-aircraft position in order to arrive at the site before the enemy.  Due to the 10 foot high elephant grass in the area, the gunship was barely visible.  Using the turbulence generated by the rotor system to beat down and part the grass, they slowly lowered the aircraft to within 4 feet of the ground.  With the downed crew safely aboard, they rose from the grass and departed the area.  Their actions were in keeping with the highest traditions of the military service and reflect great credit on themselves, their unit, and the United States Army.
